Persons who are forced to cross a border in the context of disasters
and climate change have limited protection when they arrive in
another country. In most cases, they will not be considered refugees
under international refugee law, and human rights law does not give
them a right to be admitted and to stay in another country.



Policy Options

Use of regular migration law
Use of exceptional migration measures

Applying international human rights law
and/or complementary protection based
on human rights law
