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METHODOLOGYENVIRONMENTAL INVENTORY

The IOM Greenhouse Gas Inventory collects data on the amount and sources of greenhouse 
gas emissions related to facilities and operations. The inventory captures the IOM office’s 
carbon footprint.1,2
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The IOM Water Inventory collects data on the volume and source of water used onsite, 
including for landscaping and catering. The inventory captures the IOM office’s water 
footprint and highlights good practices that aim to reduce it.2
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The IOM Waste Inventory collects data on the amount and type of non-hazardous and 
hazardous waste generated onsite and the ways they are managed. The inventory captures 
the IOM office’s waste footprint and highlights good practices related to refusing, reducing, 
reusing and recycling.2
