On behalf of the Task Force on Displacement established by the Executive Committee of the Warsaw 
International Mechanism for Loss and Damage (WIM), the International Organization for Migration (IOM)

The relevant submissions will be made available to the participants at the Stakeholder Meeting, including 
the Members of the Task Force on Displacement, if they meet the above mentioned criteria. They will also 
be featured on the IOM Environmental Migration Portal dedicated webpage:
